Rotarians relentlessly pursue polio in Pakistan

Driven by compassion,
commitment, and courage,
members of the Rotary Club of
Peshawar, Pakistan, recently
helped immunize children in one
of the most remote and
dangerous parts of the world.

Members of the club took part in
the country's 15-17 September
Subnational Immunization Days,
reaching children in a federally
administered tribal area in
North-West Frontier Province
near the troubled Pakistani-
Afghan border.

Before the immunization
campaign, he says, "a social
mobilization workshop was
arranged for the tribal elders, and
especially the tribal youth
participated with great
enthusiasm. A polio awareness
walk was conducted in the area
to make sure of the efficacy of
social mobilization for polio
vaccination."

During the three-day campaign,
Peshawar Rotarians went house

to house to immunize 905
children under age five against
polio. They also advised parents
of other routine immunizations
their children should have.

For two days after the campaign,
club members worked to
persuade families who had
refused to allow their children to
be immunized. As a result, the
Rotarians were able to vaccinate
an additional 105 children
missed by the campaign,
including 65 children of families
who had initially opposed their
efforts.

A key focus in Pakistan’s push
to end polio, health experts say,
will be the provinces at highest
risk for the disease: Balochistan,
Islamabad, North-West Frontier
Province, and Punjab.

"Despite the challenges, we are
committed to eradicating polio,"
says Saeed Akbar Khan, a World
Health Organization operations
officer in Peshawar.

History: Valdosta Rotary meeting places

The Rotary Club of Valdosta has met in various locations
in the past 89 years. From hotels to tea rooms and from
the Valdosta Country Club to the Rainwater Conference
Center, Valdosta Rotarians have met every Wednesday at
noon since 1919.

In March of 1919, a group of Jacksonville Rotarians
attended the Valdosta Rotary organizational meeting at
the Valdes Hotel, a popular eating place at that time. The
meeting was held at noon because the Floridians came by
train. Roads were not paved and automobile travel was
hazardous. The meeting time and date were set to
accommodate the travelers who returned that same
afternoon by train, wrote Mr. Rockwell.

In the years after, meetings were held at various
locations. Popular tea rooms, including one run by a Mrs.
Remington and later one operated by Ms. Hazel Briggs,
who both hosted the club at times. The Patterson Hotel,
just south of the railroad tracks, charged $0.50 per
member when the club met there. For $0.50, each
member was allowed to choose from five or six meats,
innumerable vegetables, and four or five desserts. Due to
the abundance of irresistible food, the club was forced to
relocate because of the expanding waistlines.

The Daniel Ashley Hotel, located on East Hill Avenue, was
another home for Rotary. Members of the Women's Club
served meals to Rotarians from time to time. On several
occasions, the club has accepted the invitation of Moody
Air Force Base to hold its meeting at the Officers Club,
the most recent occasion was only four years ago.

The Valdosta Country Club was home for the Rotary Club
of Valdosta for many years. If the kitchen and dining
room staffs of the Valdosta Country Club were on annual
vacation, then the meetings were moved to the Holiday
Inn. Since September 2007, the meeting place for the
Rotary Club of Valdosta has been the Rainwater
Conference Center. The food initially was catered by
Convington’s, but is now catered by the Conference
Center.
